ORCHESTRA SEATING AUDITIONS

FYI: Seating audition dates are posted on the Season
Calendar and listed below. Auditions take place during
orchestra rehearsals. If you are unavailable to audition on the
date posted, the policy is that you must audition by the last day
of auditions during orchestra rehearsals. An additional excerpt
will be added for each Saturday that you postpone the audition.
Violins, Violas and Basses may audition early after the
scheduled instruments have auditioned, but these are the
ONLY days we will be doing seating auditions.

SYMPHONY WIND/BRASS

All symphony wind/brass/percussion musicians will audition on
September 16 for seating in orchestra. Regardless of which part
you have been assigned, EVERYONE will audition on the first
part. The results of this audition will determine seating within each
part of the section, NOT the part you will play in orchestra.
Therefore, a flute player assigned to second flute will audition on
the first flute part. If they play the best out of the whole flute
section, they will sit first chair within the second flute section. This
player would be responsible for the solos in the second flute
parts. The audition affects only where he sits within the section,
not which part he plays. The results of this audition will remain in
effect for the first semester. Auditions will take place during
orchestra.
