IMPORTANT NOTES  
 

Harris Theater Venue 
 • Please plan on arriving early if you have never been to this venue. Please allow plenty of travel time as 

you never know what the traffic will be like. All students are required to attend the dress rehearsal in 
order to perform in the concert. The dress rehearsals are not very long, so your child could jeopardize 
playing the concert if they are late. You can drop your older children off at the Exelon Pavilion on Randolph 
Street east of Michigan Avenue. Students should take the elevator down to Level 2.5 (Harris Theater Floor). 
You can also enter Level 2.5 from the Millennium Park Garage.   

 • All students should go in the Security office where we will have parent volunteers checking them in.   

 • Parents are NOT allowed in the theater during dress rehearsals. If you are looking for something to do, 
we could use help stuffing programs across from the stage door! For those with younger children, we will 
have volunteers backstage who will take the students back to the security entrance when they are done 
with rehearsal. We will provide information cards for the parents of Voices Rising, Reading, and Cadet, 
which you will receive when you drop your child off at dress rehearsal, which will tell parents where and 
what time to pick up their child and where their child will be sitting during the performance. There are many 
places for coffee close by and we hope it will be a nice day for a walk in Millennium Park. The box office 
opens at noon.   

 • All musicians except in Reading and Cadet may be picked up between rehearsal to get lunch, but should 
be back for the 1:30 call time. For those in Reading and Cadet, please be sure they eat before their 
dress rehearsal. There will not be time to eat before the concert! 
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 • All students are expected to sit in the audience with their ensemble when they are not playing. Any exceptions to this policy must go through 
Dr. Dennis. 

 

Parking and Directions 
7 From the south or north on Lake Shore Drive, use the Randolph Street exit and turn west. Take a left onto Columbus Drive, move to the 
right lane and follow signs into the Millennium Park Garage.  

7 From the south or north on Michigan Avenue, turn east onto Randolph Drive and move to the center lane. This lane becomes the down-
ramp to middle Randolph. At the bottom of the ramp, turn right at the first stoplight, onto Columbus Drive and follow signs into the Millennium 
Park Garage. 

7 Once inside the Millennium Park Garage, please follow signs that direct you toward the Randolph Street Pedestrian Exit. Parking levels 2 
and 3 North offer the most convenient access to the Theater. Take the parking garage elevator to level 2.5 and enter directly into the Harris 
Theater Orchestra Lobby. 

7 Parking spaces reserved for those requiring special access are available near the Randolph Street Pedestrian. 
 

Ticket Information 
 7 Harris Theater Box Office will be open Sunday from 10:00 AM to 7:00 PM. Senior and student discounts are available at the box office. 

 
7 MYA donor, teacher, and student will-call tickets will be available for pick-up at the Orchestra level box office. This is on level 2.5, 
where you enter from the parking garage. If you ordered your tickets directly from Harris Theater, you may use either box office to pick up your 
tickets.  
 

7 Discounted parking validation for Millennium Park Garage is available at the Harris Theater Orchestra level box office for all ticket holders 
prior to curtain, and at Intermission only for the 2:00 Concert (the box office will be closed at 7:00 PM).  With validation, parking in Millennium 
Park Garage is only $14 for up to six hours. 
 

7 Students do not need a ticket (complimentary) for the concert in which they perform, only for the other concert.
