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The Music & Movement Center at Gorton Early Childhood Education

6-12 months, 12-18 months, 18-26 months, 26-36 months

These classes provide a special time for parent and child to grow and play together. Through enriching music and
movement experiences, parent and child will interact in developmentally appropriate music and movement activities.
Class time involves songs, puppets, finger plays, chants, rhymes, instrument play along, group games and dances. Large
and small motor skill development activities include the use of ramps, slides, climbers and balls.

Pre-School Classes:

3, 4 and 5 year-olds (without parent)

These classes are designed with a “process” focus. Class size is limited to ten children and students are encouraged to
express themselves in individual and creative ways.

Activities include songs, finger plays, warm-up exercises, instrument playing, storytelling, story dramatization, group
games and dance segments.
